If you are aged between 16 and 24 you can join the thousands of young people across Wales who are taking action to make a huge impact by volunteering.
Take the challenge to volunteer over the course of one year, and receive certificates to mark your achievements. You will get a certificate at 50 and 100 hours. Volunteers who reach the overall target of 200 hours of volunteering will receive an Award of Excellence. 
You can do your hours in any voluntary activity in the country that is for a genuine community benefit.   You can get help to find an opportunity that suits you, or be registered to the scheme if you are already a volunteer, so that you can work towards the certificates. Millennium Volunteers is an outstanding addition to your CV, UCAS or job application that is recognised by major employers and by Universities and colleges.

YOUTH VOLUNTEERING OFFICER

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

Is it really possible to do 200 hours of volunteering in one year?

We know that 200 hours of volunteering over a year sounds like a lot, but it really adds up very quickly. You can count in your hours any training, travel, preparation time, meetings etc related to your volunteering. You can re-register onto the programme after a year to carry on counting up your hours until you reach 200. 

What if I’m already volunteering?

If you are already volunteering before you register as a Millennium Volunteer you can backdate up to 50 hours of volunteering that you have done over the 3 months prior to registering on the scheme. Just mark this down on the relevant section of your start form. 

I did some volunteering before I was 16, can I count this?

If you have just turned 16, you can backdate any hours you did in the 3 months prior to your registering, even if you were 15 when the volunteering was carried out.

I’m nearly 25, am I too old? 

If you are nearly 25, you can still carry on with the scheme for a year, providing you are 24 at the time of registering. 

Can my expenses be covered by this scheme? 
If the organisation you are volunteering with cannot provide your expenses for travel and/or meal costs whilst volunteering, the Vale Volunteer Bureau can look at covering these via the Millennium Volunteers scheme. Please let them know this when you request a start form.

Once registered just use your RECORD OF HOURS to keep track of your volunteering hours, and send your record sheet to us when you reach 50, 100 and 200 hours!
